Memorandum Of Understanding
between

LEGMA (Latvia) and 1’ Agence de I’eau Artois-Picardie (France)

Latvian Environment Geology and Meteorolgy Agency - LEGMA (Latvia) and the Agence de
I’Eau Artois-Picardie (France) have agreed on starting and developing a cooperation based on
the exchange of experience in the field of water management, and more specifically on the
implementation of the Water Framework Directive 2000/60/EC with a specific focus on its
economic elements.

The purpose of this cooperation is to undertake common activities that will enhance the
capacity of both LEGMA and the Agence de I’eau Artois-Picardie to meet the challenges set
by Integrated River Basin Management and the implementation of the Water Framework
Directive.

Objectives

The LEGMA and the Artois-Picardie River basin have expressed their willingness to develop
cooperation on the following topics concerning:

Development of baseline scenario for 2015
1. Pricing policy and cost-recovery
a. Assessment of the current cost-recovery level
b. Assessment of the role of pricing in programme of measures
c. Proposals of water pricing policies based on the cost-recovery assessment,
polluter pays principle and including assessment of environmental and
resource costs
2. Disproportionate cost analysis: social affordability of the price of water services for
households and economic sectors
3. Development of programme of measures
a. Development of cost-effectiveness analysis
b. Development of Cost-benefit analysis
5. Heavily modified water bodies
